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EISTORY OF 2ION LUTHERAN CHURCH
ROCIOESTER, NEVY YORK

1836-1961

As we look Into the pages of the past to find the history of 014 Zion,

as we affectionately called the lother Church of Lutheranism in Rochester,
New York, we nust briefly look into the early life of our city. In the
early part of 1800, the village's actlivitlies centered arcund the west gilde
of the Genesee River, in tﬁe sectlion now mowvm as the Third Vard, that 1s
Filtzmch Street, Plymouth Avenue South and North and the Four Corners,
Churches were built very early in this section, end some of them are still
very actlve, namely, First Presbyterilan Church, St.Luke'!s Eniscopal Church,
Central Presbyterion Church and Brick Presbyterian Church. Also factoriles
were located along the river naking use of the water power. There were
flour nills, furniture factorles, and of course, the well-lmow Bausch and

Lomb Optical Company, which attracted many Cerman irmisrants,

ZION LUTHERAN CHURCH IS BOR!. The first congregation was born during
the years vhen the Irle Canal was under construction. In 1830, six Cer:an
femilles came to Rochester. They had bocome anxious and ready to take the
new way of 1living. During the year 1834, 300 Germans had arrived and thus
early scttlers had dreamed of the day when they micht have a Lutheran
leader and a Church of thelr own, The first one to gather Lutherans cnd
Roformed people together was the Rov. I, Duéller, who wes the Fastor of
the Second Presbyterlian Church, But these early Lutheran Settlers were not
eager to drop thelr mother tongue and there was no desire to becore Pres-
byterlan, so thcy started a separate service In the basement of the Fres-
byterian Church,

In the fall of 1833, a formal aprlication was submitted to Synod to

organize itself into a congregation, A statement wss drawn up as follows:

"The undersigned hereby testify that we unite for the purpose of organ=
izinz an Evangelical Lutheran and Reformed congregatlon under the super-
vision of Christisn Velden, & lisslonary of the Evangellical Lutheran
Ministerliun of the State of New York; adopt a constituticn as a gulde;
and elect at its earliest date the necessary officers who shall preslde
over the affailras of sald congregaticn®, Early in 1834, the Rev. Chrlstlan
Welden left the Parish and was succesded by the Rev, William A Fetter,
who was the Pastor of a Lutheran congregation in Rush, lNew York. Thus he
had become the visiting Pastor of the newly organized group until they
were strong enough to call their owm Pastor. Pastor Fettor renzined in
this capacity until Larch of 1838,

These events were taking place about the time when Rochester was
Incorrvoreted, which was in the year 1834, The oldest Record Book found in
the Archives of the present church bullding, too shows, that thereo was
rmch activity among these early Lutherans, In the recording of baptisns
and confirmations by the Rev, lir, Fetter in his owm handwriting, it shows
the first to receive Christian Baptism was Jacob Lauer, FKovember 5, 1833.
This act was followed by five baptisms in 1834 snd eight in 1835, The first
Confiruation Sorvice vas held on April 19, 1835 and was conducted by the
Rev, Willliam A. Fetter. Ten young people were roceived, Their average age
at Confirmation was 15, Those who were recelved into the Church by Con-
firmation in the first class, were, Elizabeth Rohn, Susanna Rohn, Catheorina
Ebersold, Marla Vell, Christ Diener, Philip Diener, Christ Ebersold, Carl
Wing, John Westermann and Christian Lauer.

The prayers of this group of new people were heard and ansvered,
as they purchased & plece of land at a cost of $220,00, at tho corner of
Grove and Stillson Streots, on which they resolved to build a church build-
ing. On May 17, 1836, the cornerstone was laild for the first Lutheran
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Church in Rochester. How aporopriate it was to broak ground for the
new Zion-Concordia sanctuary on }ay 21, 1961, one hundred and twenty-five
years later. The first church bullding was complet-ed at & cost of
$2,242,00 and was dedicated December 14, 1838. During the years when
the first church bullding was under construction & schism took place in
the congregation, which impeded the progress of the congregation and
threatened to destroy the good which had already been accomplished, Then
i1t was that a group withdrew and founded Trinity Evangellical Church,
now located on Child Strest. Following this, the faithful members took on
new courace and called Rev, John Muehlhauser, who entered upon his dutles
in Hay 1838, From this point 6nward the congregation grew by leaps and
bounds, and it was discovered that it was necessary to bulld & larger
sanctuary, In 1847, gallerles were added to the first building to accom=
modate the growing congregation. But soon this bullding was insufficlent
end in 1851 plans were made to build a larger and more spaclous building.
I$ seems that the second sanctuary was built with its walls surrounding
the first limestone bullding. These facts seem to be borne out by the
excavations which were made In the year 1955, when the last remodelling
program of the Church School room took place, So the second bullding was
dedicated on January 29, 1852, The membership now numbered 368. Feeling
the pressure of the congregation and for want of more space to take care
of the great influx of members, again it was necessary to add garieries
on the sides and rear part of the sanctuary in the year 1856. There are
pictures available showing the church as it was then, From the records,
wve learn that the second pastorate between the years of 1848 and 1862
under the Rev. George J. Fempe was one of great success. The congregation

by this time had become well established and these historical facts can be
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ascortained from the Booklets entitled Zione's Bote (1837-1912) and
Zion Lutheran Church Centennial (1836-1936) Copies of these histories
are still available.

A CHURCH SCHOOL IS FOUNDED. In the year 1866, the first parochial.
day school was established with an enrollmert of 26, A plece of property
was purchased and a bullding wes constructed for the new school on Liorth
Street, near the location of the present Rochester Savinga Bank Building.
The teaching of the catechism and regular studies were in Cerman. It was
in this perlod that the English language was introduced in the school
curriculum, After a short whiles, thls school bullding was sold and the money
was used to construct a new school bullding on the north slde of the present
cturch building on CGrove and Stillson Streets. This bullding now houses
the present church offices. liany members of the congregaticn remember well
the day school which wes conducted on the third floor of the pr-esent
bullding. The parochlal school served a very useful purpose in the congre-
gation and 1t gave all newecomers an opportunity to find a liberal ed-
ucation. It helped those vhose tongue was German to become acquainted with
the Engllish language. Consequently, many were taught to speak in the lan-
guage of the new world. The parochlal school continued 1ts existence until
the rmiddle of the ninetles. During the Pastorate of Dr, H.eyd, a Saturdasy
School was held and 1t, too, did not continue very long. The presence of
the school within the congregation left a deép Impression in the minds of
pecople and largely alded the consregation in building a strong and influ-
entlal church. So impressed were the members of the New York Ministeriun,
when 1t met in Zion in 1867, that it appropriated {400 for the suprort of
the English Mission. And in 1868, and because of this encouragement, impetus
vas given for the establishment of the Lutheran Church of the Reformation.
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The first Pastor to bo called, to lead the English congregation, was the
Rev. Reuben Hill of Rhinebeck, New York, He accepted @& call end entered
‘4nto this new field of work on September 18, 1868, From the beginning
the mission was destined to seek for its members emong those who no
longer spoke German. Th.e fact is borne out by the adnission of new members
on January 13, 1869, when out of 35 ﬁho were received, 14 came from else-
where and were not members of Zion. During the Pastorate of The Rev. F.
Von Rosenberg, & parsonage was purchased at 46 S8tillson Strect, which was
in use until the year 1910, By the patience and hard work of Pastor Von
Rosenberg (1869-1874) and hils successor, The Rev. Carl F.W. Hoppe (1874-
1881), they were able tof?ld the congrogation together even though there
were many losses caused by members withdrawing to Join the new ngslish
Mission, Then in 1831, the Rev. Alexonder Richter, was called to f1lll the
place left vacant by the death of Pastor Hoppe. It was during the time of
Pastor Richter (1881-1891) that the congregation grew and mmbered 1300
souls, and it was called the "golden era" of Zion. Following the Pastorate
of tho Roev. Richtor, the congregation faced another period which was a
very distracting cne, During the Fastoréte of the Rev. E. Hartmann, the
congrezation becanme éividad; personalitles clashed and unpleasant relations
existed. It becarie necessary for the Pastor to leave end elong with hin a
sezment of the congregation followed and with thelr help, Pastor Eartmsrn
founded St. Luke's Lutheran Church on Cumberland Street in the yeer 189S.
This was a very critical year for Zion, and there was & question in the
minds of some people as to whether the concregation could hold tgg ether
mich longer. Then in February 1900, the Rev, Ermest Ec7l, D.D., was called
from First Lutheran Church, Lyons, New York, He remained with the congro-
gation for 45 years, and again it must be saild, 1f Pestor Richter's perlod

was the "golden era", Pastor H eyd's was the "silver era", For he had
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demonstrated through his feithfulness in preaching the Word of God, and
through his consecrated and falthful service, that the concrezation will
not die even though factions did arise. Upon retirement in 1945, Dre.
Ernest Heyd was followed by & son of the congregation in the ministry,
the Rev. Frederick W. Grunst. He entered upon his dutles in Uarch 1947
and served the Lord faithfully. He had hls sorrows and disappointnents,
but his work remains as a testimony to all men: for he did all things well,
He pessed into life everlasting, July 20, 1957.

Finally, on Varch 2, 1958, The Rev. J. Russell Fink, D.D., S. T.M.,
who had served six yoars as Pastor of First Lutheran Church, Lyons, lew
York, was installed as Pastor of Zlon as the eloventh Pastor, Thls was &
day of great rejoicing, for agaln a leader had been found,.Pastor Fink
care at a time when movements were under consideration, and when 1t was
necessary too to think in terms of the future for Zica Tutheran Churche.
Efforts had been made in previous years by Zion Lutheran Church to re-
Jocate or to merge with other Lutheran Churches in the elty of Rochester,
But in all these attempts, theore was little success. Finally in the year
1959, after a study by the National Lutheren Councll, in its Urban Study
Corzilssion of the Lutheran Churches in the city of Rochester, reco:menda-
tions were considered and discussed with the local Church Council, Out of
this grew conferences and study by the Councils of Zicn Intheran and
Concordia Iutheran Churches, The Church Council along with the Pastor,
Dr. J. Russecll Fink, entered into this study whole-heartedly, and offered
suggestion to the Congregation at the Annual leeting, January 1960, The
Council along with the Council of Concordia, joined in sessions of the
Committee of the Whole, and finally from these joint meetings, resolutions
vere prepar.ed and offered to Zion Lutheran Church, which acted favorably

upon a proposal for the Consolidation of the two congregations, September
18, 1960
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Pastor and Mrs, Fink spent 25 years in the Indla Mission Fleld of the
United Lutheran Church In America. While there, Pastor Fink witnessed
the merger of two lission Flelds, formerly of the General Council and
General Synod bodies. This merger took place in the year 1919 and was
completed by the ysear 1922, On returning for their third furlough in
1945, Pastor and lirs. Fink, resigned from the Foreign kission Viork to
accept a call to a church in the home land, H-is first fleld of work in
the States was:

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NEW MISSIONS AND CHURCHES EMERGED FROM ZION,

Out of Zion Lutheran Church, the following churches or lissions
were established:

(1) st, Paul's, Pittsford, New York, was established on July 29th

1867 by the Rev. Armin Ubelacher of Zion Lutheran Church, The first
regular Pastor of St. Paul's Church was the Rev, Valentlne liller,

He was followed in 1869 by the Rev. G.H. Gomph. In later years he
became well kmown in the establishment of the Lutheran Proseminery,
along with The Rev. A. Richter, this institution became Vagner lemorlal
Iutheran College.,

(2) The Lutheran Church of the Reformatiocn wes founded on September

18, 1868. The first pastor to be called was the Rev. Reuben Hill, from
Rhinebeck, New York

(3) St. John's Lutheran Church, August 18, 1873, The Rev. Ernest Heydler,
an Assist.nt Pastor in Zion, was called in 1872 as the first Pastor,
St, John's Church was established with 69 members, end a church school
consisting of 131 membors, The lNew York linisterium held 1ts convention
in Zion Church, in June 1874, and then 1t wes that the corner stone
laying for the new church building of St. John's Church, was a part of
the order of business of the Synod.

(4) Peace Lutheran Church (Friedens Iutheran Church), was founded in
March 1884, A Sunday School was first established in the Presbyterian
Chapel, South Avenue and Hamllton Street, In 1836, &s a part of Zion's
50th Anniversary celebration, 1t encouraced the new conzresation to
socure a site and a place to worshiﬁ on the corner of Caroliine and Lt,
Vornon Streets. In 1839, a ¢all was extended by the congregation to the
Rev. H.C.A. Meyer, who until then was an Assistant in Zion. He assumed
charge of the new parish on A_dvent Sunday of that year,
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(5) St. Luke's Lutheren Church was founded in the year 1839, Althouch

Zion Lutheran Church did not encourage the establisbment of this con-

gregation, yet it came into existence because of a segnent which broke

awvay from Zion Church, The first Pastor called was the Rev. E, Hartmann,

Perhaps it has become plaln to any reader that e practice was established

vhen new missions and churches were formed, vhich was in effect, that the

establishine congregation, provided the service of the Assistant Pastor,

who then later was called as the regular Pastor of the new church or

mission,

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THE YOUNG MEN'S ORGAMNIZATION.

This organization was founded on June 6th, 1859, From all
accounts, it must have been very active organization. In the véry
beginning, a set of officers were electéd including a Librarien
and a Teacher. The young men were interested in reading good booksj
conseduently some of the finest books in German and English were
purchased, Some of these books will be found on the shelves of the
Archives of the Church, These members-were congtantly carrying out
orders which were self-impoéed. They sought for no outside help, thus
they paid $10,00 a month for the provision of heat in the cold months,
From the minutes 1t was seen that they greatly respected the rules of
the organization. Thus 1t wyas ruled that all books be kept in good
conditlion,.

1) The purpose of the organization was plalnly spelled out from the
beginninge. It was to provide members with a broad outlook upon the
world and that all members should be interestod in the Mission of the
Church, The first project they assuwmed to support, was the purchasing
of & Baptismal Font, costing $23.33,

2) The second event in the life of this organilzation was the forma-
tion of a group of Confirmands into a Mission Soclety. This attempted
many things, During the period of the Civil War, interest had reached
a low ebb, but they held together., Whem Mr. P, Seitz, one of the
meubers, (the Father of lir, Arthur G, Seitz) volunteered far the Army
in defense of the Unlon, the young mén were aroused and were in con-
stant touch with those In service.

3) A further outgrowth of this organization was the encouragement
given to young men to enter the Ministry. The first to recelve help
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to enter college was lMr, Karl Koerner, He enf;red Hartwick College
in the fall of 1863, From the historilcal account of Dr. J. Nilcum,
he was the first to be ordairmed from the congregation in the Ministry.
He was ordained in the year 1869, While lir, Koerner was a student in
Hartwick, the Young Men's Organization sent gifts to him, It was this
organization, too that was deeply interested in the English Mission,
end perhaps did rmch to promote the idea, for in thls very period, The
Eutheran Church of the Reformation wes established.
THE VOLEN CF TiE CONGREGATION:

The Women of the congregaticn met for thelr first formal moeting
on Yay 25th, 1859, This meeting was held in the bascment of the church.
The first president was lirg. Goorge Eempe, wife of the Rev, George J.
Kempo, the second Pastor of the congregation (1848-1862) The Pastor
assisted the women of the congregation in the formation of this new
group and offer=d the prayer. On this occasion, the purpose of the
organization was clearly outlined, which was sewing in the church and
the making of embroidery. S-uch articles were to be made to help
others. So articles of clothing were sent to students studying for the
Ministry in Capitel University, Colunbus , Ohlo and Hertwick College,
New York., This organization sent gifts in money to thelr former FPastor,
the Rov. Joln Muehlhauser, who was serving a Pastorate in the North-
west, Gulded by the Holy Spirilt, these women were very eazer to help
all who were in necd, particularly, orphens end widovs. On lay 1, 1862,
they sent gifts to lrs, Kempe. Pastor Kempe pgssed into eternity during
the spring of that year. So gifts inrjwoney and articles of clothing
were sent to Orphanages in YNew York and Buffalo, The BEmigrant Hlssion
in New York too was helped., So it 1s easy to understand at this point,
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how an idea such as the Dorcss Soclety Cancer Pad project was carried
out by the women of the congregation, and this project was continued
until December 1960, The United ILutheran Church Viomen on organizing
this society into a ck cle of the U,L,C.W., rctained the idea as &
project, that is the making of cancer pads, This group now meets on

~ the third Tuesday of each month, They start thelr meetings in the
morning, with the making of cancer pads, continue with a lunch and
complete tholr meotings after lunch on a spiritual and Bible centored
program. Truly & great 1dea has continued which began in the year 1859,
I CONCLUSION:

In concluding this story, 1t 4s . pariseworthy to note that from
Zion, five new congregations wore started., And from ci-e of thess,
namely, St. Johnt's Iutheran Church, Luthéran Concerdia Church was born,
Concordia Church in succeeding years, established seven churches, and
most of them In naming their churches, used the name Concordia,

From the membership of Zion Church, thirteen men entered the
KHinistry, Four nen entered the Ministry from Concordia. Therefore,
ZloneConcordia helped to found twolve churches and encouraged seventeen
men to enter the lilnistry,

Vhat will the future of Zion-Concordia be? Without hesitation in
gaying, 1t shall be the duty of the congregation to bulld a larzer
structure upon the foundations which have already been laid, There
are five young men iIn colleges and univorsities studying for the
Ministry and it i1s hoped that more young men in the future will seek
to fulfill this high calling,

Consldering the history and importance of these two Lutheran
Churches, what betﬁer declsion could have boen made in consolidating
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them into one church, then to select a name, which 1aipombined
nane of the two churches, as ZION-CONCORDIA LUTHERAN CHURCH?
As we seek to build the new edifice on East Avenue, may the Church
be bullt upon those ideals which have been established and are written
4n the histories of the congregatlion. It 1s our sincere hope that this
will be another step towards the establisiment of a stronz Lutheran
Church, following the ideals of the founder, Martin Luther himself.
Such a Church is needed in Rochester today,. lay Zion-Concordia be strong
and effoctive in bringing many souls into the kingdom of our Lord znd
Saviour Jesus Christ. |
STORY OF THE JEWRTY LI¥D CHURCH BELL$

It was in 1851, the year in which tho church was dedlcated, that
Jermy Lind, the Swedish singer, visited the city. It was neer the clcse
of her phenomenally succesasful tcur of this cowmmtry, and was, 1In fact,
one of her latest appearances previcus to her marrlage and practical
retirenent in the year followlng. She sang in the o0ld Corinthian Hall
on July 22, and 24, 1851, On both evenings the hagi: was crowded to
capacity. It was in the height of sumier, and the windows of the hall
were necessarlly open., The streeots In the vlicinity of the hall were
thronged, and thousands lilstened to the notes of the S.wedish Night-
ingale who were unable to gain admisslion to the concert hall,

On the second night, owlng to a great demand, and in order to
keop them out of the hands of the spéculators, the tickets were sold
at asucticn, bringing a premium over the regular price of $2,501, At
that Time, N,E.Palne was mayor of the city, and the songster, de-
clining to avail herself personally of the prem?::m, sent it to the
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mayor, with the request that it be distributed emong various organ=-
$zations, which she designeted, %200 was designated to the German
Iutheran Church., It was just at thils time that the Cerman Lutheran
Soclety was sbart to dedicate its new church edifice, and the {200
apportioned from the premium on the concert tickets, together with
e private contribution by Jenny Lind, was to be devoted to the purchase
of = bell for the church. The gift was accompanied with the request
from the famcus singer that the bell should be rung as in chimes, efter
the world oustom, None of the little concregations which woas honored
by the gift of the singer remain; the notesk:f the Swedish nightingsle
are but a sweet memory; Corinthian hall is no more; but the historic
bell ebides, though it may have been recast after the fire in 1809,
Although the generous donor prescribed that it be rung to the old viorld
custom, it is doubtful 4f many of the present generation of worshippers
are avare of the origin of this custom. It is hoped that vhen the present
congrogation, Zion-Concordia moves Into its new sanctuary on East Avenue,
that the Jenny Lind Bell will fo}:ow, to be located somevhere on the
preriises to rerind us of its peal, vhich has gone through the yeears

since 1t was dcdicated,

EISTCRY OF WAGNER COLLEGE
by the Rev. Carl Bets, U.A.

In the long and honorable history of Zion Church, the founding of
Wagner Uemorial Lutheran College ( to give its full nams), eccupies an
{aportant place. ¥hat led to its founding? The Mew York Ministerium,
of which Zion Church was a member, at the end of 1359 and the follow-
ing year was concerned about getting properly trained men from Germany,
for our German congregations. It therefore sent an appeal to Germany to
leading churchmen for such well trained men. The reply from such men as
President von Harless, Prof. Dr. G. Pittj Prof. Dr. Gehler and others,
they stated that the Cerman church had barely emough men for thedr omn
gervice. Among those men who wrote from here was also Pastor Vorberg,
the son-in-law of Pastor Kempe, pastor of Zion Church. He wrote: "As a
result of this trial,-namsly to obtaln properly qualified men fron
Germany, = ws must center our efforts on our omn educational institutions,
or, since having none, we rust moke &l1 efforts to call them into being."

That was in the year 1871. Howsver, the Academy of St. latthows
Church in New York City as a preparatory school for the theological
seminary in Philadelphia, also of the Newark Academy in the western part
of our State, proved unsatisfactory. Than came the year 1833, when Pastor
Ricater of Zion Church sent out an appeal signed by himself and the
Lutheran pastors of Rochester and vicinity with the question: ™ihence
d we gat our German preachers?® This appeal found its answer in the
fall of that year by the founding of an institution which received the
namg: *Lutheran Proseminary®. The purpose of this institution was defined
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in its constitution to be the training of Cerman Lutheran preachers.
They w=me to come from our own wngg‘gationa. Besides the training of
young men for the ministry, other young men also were to receive
education in the Proseminary, who d;d not wish to become ministers,

but looked for a classical education. Such education was modaeled after
the German "Gyrmasium® in a six year courss. The use of the German
language as a means of instruction was of prime eonsideration. The
olassical course in the new Proseminary included the study of Latin,
Greek, Habrew, Religion, History (Secular and Church history) literature,
(CGerman and English) mathezaties, science, Hatural sclence, singing

and gymmastics. In its ﬁ;oneer stage, Messrs. largrander, and Sesl,

both of Zion, served as teachers. Pastor Richter was president of the
institution, ard Pastor Gomph of Pittsford, was secretary. The first
contribution for the new institution was §{10.00. M¥r. Christian Sesl
provided the first housing in his own large home, suitable for the
purposes of the school, His son, George, at the tims a candidate for

the ministry, was for a time the houss-father. However, as a result of the
growth of the young school, other quarters had to bs found for the lodg-
dng and educational neads of the institution. Such were found and continued
to be used ti1l Nay 1835 when therseminary moved into its permanent home,
L-6 Oregon Street. This new home was the result of the joint efforis of
the new board of the Institution, (consisting now solely of members from
Zion Church and inoluding lr. George Wagzner. It was I, (Goorge Wagner
who had dirsected the attention of the Board to this very desirable and
fine property which previously had been a school for boys, known as the
Batterly Institute. It was found to be just what ths new Prosemlnary
neaded. It was to cost £12,000. The Board decided to purchase the
property as soon as a sum of £6,000. could bs collected. In less than
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three months, Mr. George Wagner had collected that amount. However, he
had a surpriss for the Board: namely at a subsequent meeting of thea
Poard he announced that his wife and he had agreed to donate the entire
sun of {12,000. in membry of their son who had died. As a resllt, the
formar name of the "Proseminary® was changed by the Board, without a
demand or corndition by lr. Wagner, to be called henceforth: "Tagner
Mermorial Iutheran College.® As such it was taken over by the Her York
Ministerium, which the Board requested that the collego be made &
synodical institution or college for the training of future pastors.
Reason for this transfer to the Xinisterium had been the increasad
cost of maintenance by ons church, nanely Zion church, and which was
insufficiently supported by othar congregations of Synod, tringing
1ittle relief to tha mother church of the institution. The New York
Ministerium accepted the College as its owm at its meeting at Romdout
(Kingstoa) in June 1838.

It may be of interest for soms to know the names of ths first full
faculty of Wagner College. It was composed of the following!: Pastors A.
Richter and Gomph, pot as full tims teacheraj Rev. J. Rechtsteiner, Prof.
L. von Bogsa, Prof. C.F.W. Betz, kiss Loulse Reuther, and liss Eva Loyar.
For the phyaiea.l care and well being of the boys a houss-fathar and
house-mothar wsre engaged, who also bad the position of caretaker. The
Board of Wagner in 1883 at the time of transfer was composed of the
following persons: Pastor A. Richter, president; lr. J.0.Wagner, vice
president; Mr. J. Margrander, secretary; Yost Christ, treasurer.

Other members were D. Bantleon, F. Schlegel, and Chr. Haller. In 1383
the nurber of students was 20.
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In 1908 the College celsbrated its 25th anniversary, for which an
anniversary fund of $25,000 was to be eollected.

But cnce more the College experienced a great change by its removal
to Staten Islard in 1918, after having been in Rochester for 35 years.
Reason for the removal to Staten Island was the decline of the neighbor-
hood of the Collegs, and the intention of the Board to relocate it
somewhere in the environs of Rochester. During its stay in our city the
eollege had furnished a respectable mmber of men for the Lutheran
Kinistry, and altho the collega has been in Staten Island for L3 years,
it must not forget its early history in Rochester, and the share that
Zion Church, her pastors and members had in its history and develcpment.

In concluding this story, it is prailseworthy in noting that
from Zion, five new congregations were started.And from one of
these, that is from St. John's Lutheran Church, Luther Concordla
Church was born. Concordia Church in succeeding years established

seven churches and most of them in naming thelr churches, used the

name Concordia,

From the membership of Zion Church, eleven men entered
the Ministry. Four men entered the Ministry by the help of
Concordla Church, Therefore, Zion-Concordia, helped to found
twelve churches iIn the city of Rochester,and encouraged fifteen
men to enter the Ministry

What will the future for Zionibonoordia be? Without
hesitation in saying, it shall be the du%} of the Congregation,
to bulld a larger structure upon the foundation that has already
been lald. There are four young men in colleges studyinz for the
Ministry, and 1t i1s hoped that Zion-Concordia will seek for
more young men and encourage them to enter college to study for
the Ministry.

Cbnsidering the history and importance of these two
Lutheran Churches, what better declsion could have been made to
have a consolidated church with a combinad name,as ,zrouﬂoonoaqnxa

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Constitution of the First German Evangelical Lutheran Zion Church,
Rochester, New Yorks

In the Name of the Father and the Son and The Holy Ghost. Amen,

We, the members of the Church of Christ, forming a congregation under the style and
title of the First German Evangelical Lutheran Zion Church, Rochester, New-York,
unite in the establishment of the constitution hereinafter following as a stateme?t
of common rights and a covenant of mutual duties as Christians, in order to sustain
by the labor and gifts of live the pure Word and Sacraments as God's only §pp?in?ed
means for saving the lost and for edifying His people; and to maintain a discipline
which shall aid in securing purity of doctrine, righteousness of life, and the peace
and growth of the Church.

CHAPTER ONE - The Congregation.
Article 1. The Faith.

This Congregation receives and adheres to the Canonical Books of the 0ld and New
testiment Scriptures as the Word of God; and the sole and infallible rule to which
all doctrines, opinions and practice shall conform.

This €ongregation accepts and acknowledges the Unaltered fugsburg Confession, (as be-
ing throughout in conf$rmity with God's Word) and also the other Confessions of the
Evengelical Lutheran Church, to with:- The apology of the Augsburg Confession, The
Smalecald Articles, the Catechisms of Luther, and The Formula of Concord, as the
correct and faithful exposition of the Divine Word. Instruction in our Church,
schools and homes shall be imparted, all divine service held, and all questions of
doctrine and life decided in accordance with these Confessions.

Article 2. Synodical Connection.,

Sedion 1:~ This Congregation and its Pastor shall be in official connection with the
Evangelical Lutheran Ministerium of New York and adjacent States so long as the doc-

trinal basis of said Synod is in full and perfect agreement with the faith set forth
in Chapter 1, Article 1. :

Section 2:= At no time shall this Congrepation connect with s Synod whose doctrinal
basis is not in full and perfect agreement with that set forth in Chapter 1, Article
1.

Section 3:- If at any time this Congregation be without a Pastor, noticé of the fact
shall at once be given by its Secretary to the President of Synod, or to the President
of Conference to which the Congregation belongs, as the Synodical Constitution may
determine. .

Section 4:- Should difficulties arise within the Congregation, either between the

Pastor and the Congregation, or members of the seme, and should the efforts to ad=

just these difficulties in peace and love be unsuccessful, then the matter shall

be brought before Conference to which the Congregation belongs, and if then no ad-

justment be reached, the same shall be referred to Synod for its counsel and decision,
In the meantime the conflicting parties shall seel to demean themselves so as to

avoid still greater misunderstanding.

Article 3. Congregational ifeetings,

Section 1:- This Congregation shall hold = meeting annually on the second Monday in
December. At this time the regular election for the Church Council shall take place.
a report of the financial affairs of the congregation be rendered by the Financial
Secretary and the Tregsurer, and such business as pertains to the welfare of this
Congregation be transacted,
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Section 2:- Special meetings of this Congregation shall be called by the Pastor,
in his absence by the Secretary of the Congregation as follows:=

or

a) When ordered by a majority of the Church Council at a meeting, written notice
of which has teen sent by the Secretary of the Council to each member thereofs

b) At the written request of twenty members of the Congregation in good standing,
addressed to the Council, and stating the purpose of said Congregational meetinge

Section 3:=~ All special meetings must be publicly announced in the church at a2 regu=-
lar service, and at least three week's notice must be given of the purpose, place and

time of such meetinge

Section 4:= A @ovrect record of the proceedings of all meetings of the Congregation
shall be made by its Secretary or by some one chosen in his place;

‘Section 5:= The Pastor is ex-officio chairman of all meetings, but he may request
thet another be chosen to preside in his place.

Section 6:= 411 matters shall be decided by a majority of the votes of the members
present who are in good and regular standing.

Section 7:~ The members who are in good and regular standing shall constitute a
quorom at all congregational meetings.

Section 8:= All meetings shall be conducted as befits Christian assemblies.
Article 4, Elections.

Section 1:= The voters of this €ongregation are its members, male and female, who
are in good and regular standing, that is

a) They shall have received the Lord's Supper with this Congregation, unless pre=-
vented by Scriptural reasons, at least once during the previous twelve monghs.

b) They shall not be more than two years in arrears with their contributions.
The voters of the congregation, inasmuch as they act as the representatives of  common
ripghts, should duly weigh the wants, convictions and wishes of all members of the
Congregations

Section 2:- Thev oting for Pastor and for members of the Church Council shall take
place by ballote A majority of all the legal votes cast shall be sufficient to
elects A public notice of the time, place and purpose of all such elections shall be
given to the Congregation at least three weeks previous to the time thereof.

Section 3:~ Should the election not be held, .t.he Church Council in office shall csll
a meeting for holding such election, giving three Week's public notice. If the
Church Council refuses or neglect, the meeting may be called by twenty qualified

voterse .

Section 4:= At the November meeting of the Church Council the Pastor shall appoint

/ annually one member of the Church Council and one male member of the Congregation,
not a member of the Church Council. These two shall meet as soon as possible and
choose another male member of the Congregation, who iay be a member of the Church
Council, but shall not be one of the members of the Church Council whose termsef
office is about to expire. These three shall constitute a Nominating Committee
whose duty it shall be to nominate suitable cendidates to be proposed ia the Consre-
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gation for election to the various offices to be filled. These nominations shall
first be submitted to the pastor for his approval before being proposed to the Con-
gregation. The members of the Conpregation shall nevertheless have the right te
nominate additional candidates if they think proper.

Article 5. Recordse.

Section 1:= The records of the Congregation shall be made, kept and preserved by the
Pastor and the Secretary, as hereinafter provided.

Article 6. Powers of the Congregation.

Section 1:= The congregation has power to appoint Specinl Commitiees wit definite or
reneral instructions; to permit the organization of approved societies within itself,
and to attend to all business for which it has not made other provision in this Con--
stitution.

CHAPTER TWO. The Members,
Article 1. Conditions of Membershipe-

Since it is through a knowledpe of God's Word that the soul is enlightened and led

to faith and a holy life, 'all applicants for membership in this Conpregation shall

have a sufficient knowledge of the Word of G od, give their acceptance to it as the

only Divine rule of faith and life, and receive the Doctrines of the Evanpelical

Lutheran Church. 2

No one sh2ll be admitted to the fellowship of this Congregation or enjoy the rights

of membership except he

a} Be baptised and confirmed,

b) Sincerely purpose and faithfully endeavor to lead a Christian Life,

c) Subjétt himself in brotherly live to all secriptural repulations and
discipline adopted and enforced by this Congregation.

Article 2, Manner of Admission to lfembership,
Section 1:="B Y the Sacrament of Baptism, i.e, unbaptised adults.

Section 2:- By the rite of Confirmation, i.e., persons baptised in infancy and later
enlightened by an ndequate knowledge of the Word of God , who now give public accept=-
ance to our faith and endeavor to lead a Christion life,

In the case of members of the Congregntions not Lutheran they shzll receive the rite
of €onfirmation, unless if upon examination by the Pastor they be found to have ade-
quate knowledre of the ord of God, if they receive in full our Faith, conform to our
Mode of Worship and Church life, ond present satisfuctory proof of good christian
character.

Section 3:- On presentation of satisfactory certificate of dismissel members of
other Lutheran coneregations may be received from the conrrersation with which they
were formerly connected.

Zection 4:~ If such certificate cannot be procured, persons may be received upon pre=
sentation of satisfactory evidence of membership in another congregation.

Section 6:- All members of this Congregation ore requested to sign this Constitution,

but their admission to membership in this Congrepgation shall be considered as equive.
lent to their signature to this Cpnstitution,
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Section 6:= In all cases of application for admission to membership including Catec-
humens , the Church Council shall, by its vote, render the decisione

Section T:= The names of all newly admitted members shall be announced by the Pastor
before the assembled Congregations

Article 3. Duties of Memberse

Section 1:~ The principal duties of the members of the Consregation are:=
Diligently to study and seek to understand the Word of God;
Regularly to take part in all services fof the Congregation;
Worthily to receive the Lord's supper as frequently as possible;
To attende the service of Confession and Absolution;
leed a consistent, temperate prayerful life;
;void associations of a doubtful kind;
Cause the baptism of infant children, and train them up in the murture and
admonition of the Lord: '
Provide for the Christian education of the youth of the Church at home and
also by sending them to our B ible School, and to Catechetical Instruction
of the Pas tor:
Look after and minister especially to the worthy poor, the sick, the widow
and orphan; . :
In cases of sickness inform the Pastor;
Be at peace among themselves, and sedulously aim at the promotion of each
other's spiritual and personal welfare;

Section 1l:= The power of discipline possessed by the Congrepgation is delegéted to
the Church Council as the representatives of the Church.

Section 2:~ Habitual neglect of the Means of Grace, disrerard of Christian duties,

continued refusal to contribute to the support of this Conrsresation and the Church

at large, also those manifest sins, which if persisted in, exclude men from heaven,
shall subject the transgressor to discipline, and if such nerlect and delinquencies

Section 3:= Accusation apainst any member must be made in writing with charpes dis-

Section 2:- Members moving to a location vhere this Congregation cannot reach them
are urged to apply for a letter of dismissal and to connect themselves at once with

Section 3:= At the November meetinp of the Church Council the roll of membership
shall be examined and if any are found not in good standing, they may be dropped

from the roll of the membership.

CHAPTER THREE. The Pastor.
Article 1. Qualifications of Pastora.

Section 1:= No one can become Pastor of this Congreration whose orthodoxy and .
ability to teach have not been tested by an orthodox Evangelical Lutheran Syneod,
which receives the Confessions of our Church as specified in this Constitution,
Chapber 1, Article 1. He must be properly ordained, his walk and conversation must
be without reproach and he must be a member of the Synod to vhich this Congregation
belonss, or promise to become such at his earliest opportunity; a refusal to do so
shall be regarded and acted on as a resignation on his part.

Article 2., Duties of Pastor.

Section l:= The duties of the Pastor shall be principally these:-
To give himself to prayer and to the study of the Werd of God;
To preach the Word and administer the Sacraments according to
the Faith and usages of the Evanpge}ical Lutheran Church;
He shall be active in the work of a Pastor, most of all among
the poor, the sick, the sorrowing and 2ll those whose spiritual
estate demands his care.
To instruct, catechise and confirm the children of the Congre-
gation and applicants for membership;
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To attend funerals from families of the Consreration: 2 1

To exercise a pastorial conscientious care, and by a scriptural
discipline promote the peace, piety and spiritual welfare of his
people;

The Pastor shall keep a record of his ministerial acts in the Con-
pgregation in a book to be provided by it and to remain its proper=
ty; he shall make a full record of the baptisms, infant and adult;

of the times of Communion and the number of communicants , with a
complete list of the same; of marriages and burials and other items
which he shall deem of importance in the history of the Congregation.
All these shall be so recorded that, if necessary, they may be avail=
able as legal evidence. He shall make a report of his ministerial
acts to the Congregation on the first Sunday after New Year.

Section 2:= The Pastor shall, if he deem it é. duty to resign his office, notify the
Church Council and the Conrrecation thereof in reasonzble time,2and shall consult
with the Church Council for the best interests of the Congresation,

Article 3. Election and Call of Pastor.

Section 1:- If at any time this Congresation be without a Pastor, the President of
Synod or the President of Conference shall be notified,according to Chapter 1,
frticle 2, Bection 3 and his advice sought,

Section 2:~ Any minister possessing the requirements specified in Chapter 3, Arti=-
cle 1, Section 1, may be invited to visit the Congregation by the Church Councile -
The congrepation however, may instruet the Church Council in the matter,

Section 3:- Of the election, at least three eeks' public notice must be givens

Section 4:=~ A majority of all the members present of the Conrreration thet 2re ene -
titled to vote is necessary to eleoct,

Section 5:=~ But orje minister shall be voted for at one time, and only when he sh2ll
have failed of election shall another be presented as candidate,

Section 6:= When a Pastor has been elected by a gajority of the leral voters a
written call should be sent him, officially sirned by the Secretary of the Congrera=-
tion as its representative, settinp forth: " That at an election regularly held in
accordance with the requirements of this constitution, Reve. Null » was duly chosen
as Pastor of this Congregation, Lecordingly he is hereby called by the Congreration
to become its Pastor. For his support as said Pastor there shall be annuelly paid,

in rerular installments, the sum of §--==eea- ~"s With this call a copy of the Con-
stitution shall be sent,

Article 4. Charges Against Pastor.

Section l:= Charges or complaints against the Pastor, whether for false doctrine
immoral conduct, or introduction of measures not in accordance with the history,
life and practice of our Evangelical Lutheran Church, when attested by two eor three
reliable witnesses, shall be received by the Church Council and investicated

with 21l love and forbearance.

Section 2:= Should’ such charges be p'roven; the Pastor shall be kindly admonished by
the Church Council; but shall this be vithouteffeet, the matter shall at once be

referred to the President of Conference to be ded#lt with according to the Synodical
Cons titution.
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Section 3:~ If Conference finds the Pastor guilty, he may be dismissed by 2 majerity
vote of the Congregation,

CHAPTER FOUR. Church Council.
Article 1. Number, Character, Duties, Term of Office.

Section l:= This Congregation shall have a Church Council consisting of fifteen
Deacons who shall have the management and control of the affairs of the Congrega~-
tion in 2ll metters, as provided by law, and of all its societies and organizations;
they shall be elected for a term of three years.

Section 2:- The Pastor shall be President of the Church Council and ex-officio one
of its members. '

Section 3:= At the first regular meeting after the annual election the Church shall
elect by ballot or vive voca from its own members o Secretary, a Financial Secre-
tary and a Treasurer, and if needed, assistants to them..

Section 4:~ To be chosen as a member of the Church Council the candidete must be
2 male member over twenty one years of age and in good and regular standing.

Section 5:- A Majority of the members of +the Church Council shall constitute a
quorum, -

Section 6:= The Church Council shall hold regular monthly meetings at such time and
place as may be designated. Special meetings may be called at any time by the

Pastor or at the written request of five of its members. The meetinzs shall be
opened and closed with prayer,

Section 7:- The duties of the Deacons shall be those specified in the Zct of In-
stallation, and they should be installed on 2 Sunday as soon 2s possible after their
election.

Section 8:- The duties of the Secretary and Treasurer shall be such as usually per-
tain to their respective offices or as may be designated do them by the Church
Council. The Treasurer shall have his accounts audited annually by an Auditing
Committee, which shall consist of the Finance Committee of the Church Council, con-
sisting of the Financial Secretary and the Treasurer and two nembers of the Church
Council appointed by the President of the Church Council at the first regulsr neet-
ing after the annual election and two members of the Congregation (not members of
the Church Council) and to this committee shall be submitted for audit the books,
accounts and legal papers of the Congrerations This Committee shall promptly submit
its report to the Congrepation either whenever the office of the Secretary or the
Treasurer expires, whether by linitation or by death, they or their leral repre-
sentatives shall immediately deliver to the Church Council or their reséective

successors in office =211 monies, book%s, papers and valuables o?f eny description be-
longing to the congregation,

Section 9:= The Finencial Secretary chall make = record of all offerings and sub-
scriptions received by the Church and shall hand the same to the Treasurer of the
Church, who shzll give the Financizl vecretary a receipt for the same. The financi-1
Secretary and the Treasurer shall present a report to the Church Council nonthly

and to the Congregation yearly, and their accounts shall be audited,
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Chapter Five. lliscellaneous.

Section l:- Consent of the Church Council must be obtained for the use of any of
its buildings in all cases except those vwhich pretain to the usual services of the
Congregation or of its various organizations.

Chapter Six,

Section l:--No alteration or amendment shall ever be made or considered which is
in conflict with the Faith of the Evangelical Lutheran Church, or the fundamental
principles of this Constitution as defined in Chapter 1, Article 1 and Chapter 3,
Article l,.

Johannes
Muehlhaeuser

In 1851, when our Wisconsin Syn-
od was barely & yeer old, St. Johno's
Congregetion, W, Viiet Street, Mil-
waukee, Wisconsin, acquired a pereel
of land and started the "St Johannes
Friedhof.” Later, members of St
John's and of Grace Church pur-
chased 40 acres to the north of the St.
Johannes Cemetery for a burial sits
and named it Union Cemetery. In
1867, the St Johannes Friedhof and
Union Cemetery were joined, and
Trinity Church, N. 9th Street, weas
added to the corporation. It was on
September 18 of that year thet Pastor
Johannes Muehlhaeuser of Urace
Church was buried on that cemetery.
In 1813, some 4€ yeers later, Pastor
Johannes Bading of St John's
Church wes buried on the sarme
cemetery. Muehlheeuser end Bading
were the fiist two presidents of the
Wisconsin Ev. Lutheran Synod.

Missionary from the Start

Johennes Muchlhaeuser was born
on August 4, 1804, in Notzingen,
Wuertiemberg, Germany. In his
youth he was a journeymen baker,
but was always interested in yaining
others for the Lord. In 1829, young
Muehlhaeuser headed for Vienna,
working at his trade and distributing
Christian literature throughout
Augtria, Hungary, and Bohemia In
1832 he spent the months from
March to October in prison because
of his activity in distributing Chris-
tian literature. But even while e was
in prison, his testimony for Christ
bere fruit, bringing two Jews, a police
commissioner, and a gendarme to
Christ. In 1835 he enroiled in the
mission training school of the Rhen-
iah Mission in Bzrmen, wishing to
prepare for work in Africa. When it

May 2, 1976
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was queationed whether at his age he
could masier the African languages,
the Langenherg Scciety selected him
and two other candidates for work in
America.

On October 3, 1837, the three of
them landad in New York — Maxi-
milian Oertel to be pastor, Johennes
Mugehlheeuser to aseist him and to

b i

gerve as teacher, and & Pastor Nellan
to do mission work among the
Indians. All three of them were to
find that life doesn't always move in
the previously chosen paths Nollan
worked among the Germans near St.
Louis, later was eent ns a missionary
to Borneo, and ended up in the vicin-
ity of Bt Louis again as a member of
the Lutheran-Reformed Synod of the
Weat Pastor Qertel worked for &
time in New York, then among the

‘Sazxons in St Louis, but by 1840 had

converted to Roman Catholiciem.
And Mushlhaeuser's German church-
schoo! never made any heedway. The

Germans in New York wanted their
children instructed in English and
chose the publie schools instead.

In reviewing his case, the Langen-
berg Society advised Muehlhaeuser
to ask for a colloguy with the New
York Miniaterium and to take charge
of the vacant pastorate et Zion Lu-
theran Church in Rochester, New
York. He was to remain with the
Rochester congregation, which was
affiliated with the (General Synod, for
the next 10 years

On to Milwaukee

n June 27, 1848, Johannes
Muehlhreuser arrived in Milwaukee.
His friend, Jehannes Weinmann, pas-
tor of St John's in Oak Creek, Wis-
consin, had written him concerning
the vrgent need for pastors and the
deplorable spiritusl conditions
among the Germans. Commisaioned
as colporteur by the New York Tract
Society, Muehlhaeuser traversed the
country north anrd acuth of Mil-
waukee, preaching and selling Bibles
end devotional literature as he had
once done in Europe. But his health
was not up to the hardships of pio-
neer living, and he scon decided to
settle down

In October, 1848, he founded Grace
Congregation, at first called Trinity.
A reorganization in May, 1849, gave
it & Lutheran complexion. The same
yvear another of Muehlhaeuser’s
friends, William Wrede, became pas-
ter in Town Granville. On December
8, the three men met te organize the
Wisconsin BEv. Lutheran Synod.
Muehlhaeuser was elected the first
president At the constituting conven-
tion in May, 1859, a constitution was
adopted. Work in the new congrega-
tion and in the Synod kept
Muchlhaeuser more than basy the
rest of hia life.

Pastor of Grace Church

Realizing that if his newly organ-
ized congregation was to grow, it
needed a church home, Pastor
Muzhlhacuser in 1860 went east to
collect funds for that purpose in New
York and in the New England states.
The 8yned had no Church Extension
Fund at that time After six months
he retirned with $2,106.17, and the
congregation proceeded to take ateps
to erect its c'hurch. Gn July 15, 1851,
IR o o fefe

/ - 4 i35
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the vornerstone was laid, confaining
copies of the New Testament,
Luther's Smali Catechism, and the
Augsburg Confeaaion. The new build-
ing was dedicated on Christmas day,
1861. In writing of this, Muehlhaeu-
ger atated: "It was for me and for the
congregation a day of rejoicing amd
gratitude to God, who purely out of
grace for Jesus' sake has given us this
house.” The total coat, including let,
church, and classroom, came to
$4,160.12. The church was torn down
in 1900 to make rcom for a larger
one.

Synod President

During his 10 yesrs as presideni of
the Synod, 18560-1360, Pastor Muehl-
haeuser espoused a decidedly mild
Lutheranism as opposed to the con-
fossional stand taken by the Missouri
and Buffalo synode. This was not be-
cause Muehlhaeuser was un-Lu-
theran — he was fully committed to
the doctrine of Justification hy faith
without the deeds of the Law — but
because hia zeal to apread the Gospel
of Jesus Christ led him chiefly te do
battle against rationaliam, Catholi-
cism, and Methodism., It remained
for those who came after him to raise
the confessional boundaries.

His presidential addresses, all of
which have a pastorel ione, empha-
size the need to do mission work, the
need to supply pastors for the many
groups turning to him with appeals,
and the need to bring up the young in
the purture and admonition of the
Lord We can well understand how
the desperate needs of the congrega-
tivns often led them to accept min-
isterial applicants who later turned
out to be inept to teach and took ad-
vantage of the congregations. His
pleas to the German mission societiea
brought some candidates to Wiscon-
sin, but never enough. He gave
wholehearted support to the estab-
lishment of Christian day schools
and Sunday schaols, a trait which is
a characteristic of our Synod to this
very day. In 1860, when he refused to
run for reelection, the Synod had 20
pastors, 48 congregations, 23 day
schools, and 20 Sunday achocla.

Senior Muehlhaeuser

His last years brought him respect
and honor among his brethren and

136
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abroad. When he retired from the
presidency, the Synod created &
apecial title of honor for him. He was
calied “Senior.” And he war thal —
the only one of the original pastors
still serving the Synod and the oldest
by far.

A highlight of his declining years
came In 1862, when the Langenberg
Scoiety invited him to Germany for a
doubla anniversary. It wag the 25th
of the society and the 24th of his
commissioning a8 its first emissary to
America. He was moved to accept the
invitation particularly in view of the
urgent need in the Synod for eight to
10 preachers to supply vecancies
After 15 days at aea, he arrived safely
in Bremen. August 8 found him in
the midst of his Langenberg friends,
whera he quietly celebrated his 59th
birthday. The celebration of the
aociety’s anniversary tcok place on
August 15, and Muehlhaeuser was
among the guest preachers. From
there he went e visit his 84-year-old
mother, and then went on to Nuern-
berg, Stuttgart, and Basel. He aleo
preached in Staffelde near Potsdam
for his old friend, Paator William
Wrede, who had returned to Ger-
many in 1855. On November 20 Le
arrived back at Milwaukee and re-
ceived & great welcome from his fam-
ily and congregation. Four emissaries
accompanied him, and others fol-
lowed.

After serving Grace Congregation
angther five years, Pastor Muehlhae-
user died on September 15, 1867, His
funera! was attended by city officials
and members of the police depart-
ment Preaching for the occasion was
Pastor Carl F. Goldammer of Bur-
lington. Beside the casket of Muehi-
hacuser was another containing the
body of a little child. Pastor Goldam-
mer fittingly preached on Matthew
18:4: “Whosoever iherefore shall
humble himsell as this little child,
the same i3 greatest in the kingdom
of heaven” He extolied the simple,
childlike faith of the Senior Muehl-
haatiser.

The memorial marker on Muehl-
haeuser's grave suffered greatly over
the years — from vandals and from
weather. Vandals toppled the itall
shaft and made off with the cross
Weather seriously pitted the soft
marble ao that by 1975 the inscrip-

tion was barely legible. To com-
memorate its 125th anniversary, our
Wisconsin Ev. Lutheran Synod had
the marker renovated, the inscription
translaled from German into En-
glish, and a histarical note added o
the effect that Johannes Muehlhaeu-
ser was Lhe first president of our Wis-
congin Ev. Lutheran Syned. QOne in-
acription was left in its original Ger-
man. The words emphasize Muehl-
haeuser's readiness to suffer all in
serving the Lord and prgelaim his
hope of heaven: “Durch Kreur zur
Kron', Der Ueberwinder Lohn.”

The earliest history of our Wisconsin Synod is a period of confessional pro-
crastination, beginning with a decided unionistic spirit, soon entering years of
dogged fighting for pure confessionalism, and finally emerging with an unequivocal
conservatism in doctrine and practice., We have much reason in this Centennial Year
vo thank God for the abundant grace bestowed upon our fathers and as.

I quote from an article in the Quartalschrift of July 1923: "In der %Wisconsin
Synode gestalteten sich die inneven und asusseren Verhaeltnisse von vornherein gang
anders als unter den eingewanderten Sachgen. Diese waren eine innerlich einheit-
liche wnd kompakte Masse, durch Gewissensnot um die reine lutherische Lehre und durec
die Sorge um die Freiheit ihrer kirchlichen Ausgestaltung pusammengehalten, Sie
hatten durch ungemeine Lehranfachtuyngen gehen muessen, zu denen sich die Not un das
taegliche Brot gesellte. Die Pastoren und Kandidaten der Theologlie waren ohne Aus-
nalme und unter den Laien waren viele Leouie von vollstaendiger wissenschaftlicher
Bildung, zum Teil geistig sehr tuechtige Leute. Dasselbe galt von den meisten bald
von aussen Hinzukommenden, Dazu kam die Fushrung eines gluehend feurigey, ueheraus
fashigen, ungemein energischen, alle andaren gelistig ueberragenden Mannes mit prakt-
ischem Blick, dem sich alle ohne weiteres unterordneten. Iu dem Haufen von Pastoren
dagegen, die 1850 unter Muehlhseuser in Wisconsin und 1060 unter Heyer in Minnesot
sich synodal zusommenschlassen, auch in der Michigansynode, waren alle diese Dinge
nicht verhanden. FRdwaren bis in die sechziger Jahre fast lauter Missionshaeugler,

nisstellung und zum Teil chne Kenntnis gesunder Iutherischer Geme indefuehr:mng,

Alle drei Synoden standen anfasnglich in engerer ader loserer Verbindung mit der
oestlichen Generalsynode. e allermeisten Pastoren werer mild, etlichesehr ent-
schieden lutherisch, eine kleine Anzahl stark uniert gesinnt. Y%as sie zur Bildung
von selbstaendigen Synoden trieb, war bei ihrem Missionseifer einerseits der grobe
Synkretismus Qer oestlichen Synoden, andrerseits die ihnen ueberspannt erscheinende
Bekenntnisstraenge und unevangelisch vorkommende Praxis der Migsourier und Buffaloer
Von jener ersten machten sie sich mit der Zeit los, von dieser glaubten sie sich
unabhaengig halten zu muessen, washrend sie die Verbindung mit den Vereinen, aus
denen sie kamen, und mit den dewtschen lutherischen und vniarten Landeskirchen, von
denen sie immer wieder Zuzug von Pastoren und materielle Unterstuetzung erhielten
und annahmen, nur langsam und zoegernd zu loesen vermochten.

The guiding pursonality in this venture was Johannes Muehlhaeuser. My more or

less fragmentary study of him will, I hope, give a clue to this developement of our
Synod. '
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Muehlhaueser p.

Muehlhaeuser was barn in Notzinger, Wuertemberg, Germany, on August 8, 180i.
Very little is known of his parents. But this can not be denied, that they gave
their son a good christian training, instilling in him the love te Jesus Christ, an
the deaire to serve Him. In 1828 he went to Basel, Switzerland, to learn the baker
trade, intending to travel aboui that country and others, working for bakers wnbil
he had lezarned the itrade, God's gracious guidance brought him into contact with
Friedrich Spittler, a devout missionary, who accomplished much in molding Muehlhaeu
ser into a lay missionary (Pilgermissionar), forfrom that time on Muehlhasuser heca
imbued with the spirit of Christian missions. He desired to mske use of his spare
time in bringing sinners to the knowledge of Jesus Christ until he could becoms a
nmissionary to the African continent. Already in Basel he spoke te many of the
salvation in Jesus and broyght pezace to the hearts of not 3 few.

Tn February of 1829 wuehlhaeuser went bto Viemna upon the urging of Spittlar,
where Dr. Hoemer was his adviser. Durlng the first six weeks there he carried on
his missionary work from the home of the kind Dr,, at the same time looking for wor
with a baker. Finally he found work, not as a baker, bubk as a caretaker of a womas
vegetable market, recelving as pay only his room and board for 10 howrs work. You
might wender where he found time to de any missicn work, but he did, His work in
the market began at two o'clock in the morning, When he was finished at noon, he
sought oub people to speack the Gospel to them, selling Bibles, sermon tooks, praye
books, and other religious literature. When the outside activities of Yushlhaeuser
were brought to the attention of the market owner, he was discharged, and for a few
weeks lived only on the barest necessities. But even then ne found the greatest
satisfaction in bringing the *ord of God to sinners.

In April, 183Q, Mehlhaeuzer went to upper Austria and to Hungary, where he
converted an avowed atheist, who then became the lector of a congregation during a
prolonged vacancy, reading sermons from = baook sold him by Muehlhaeuser,

Muehlhaeuser returned to Vienna later in the year, bul his activities on his
first visit arcused the Roman pepista, and their seal without knowladge, their re-
sistance to the truth, caused them to start a whispering campaign against him, say-
ing that he was a member of a seeret society which was bent on overthrowing the
constituted authority of government. Sounds rather modern, doesn'Et?

He fled to upper Austria and then to Bohemia, where the papist iie caught up
with him, but not before ne had struck the irons while they were hot. 4 plague ha¢
broken out and made many receptive tg his meSSALE. While he was reading the Gospel
in a home with attentive listeners devouring the Word, the 20th century Gestapo
arrested him and incarcerated him., For seven months Muechlhaeuscr remained in Jall.
Here he studied portions of the RBible with the immated, converting a Jew. Finally
he was brought to trial and, contrary to today's expectations, he was pronounced
innocent. Yet he had fo leave ths country under guard. On the way he had the
distinet pleasure of converting one of his guards. Late in 1337 he reached his
home and spent some precious months with his parents.

The fellowing year Muehlhasuger came ints contact with the Langenberger
Seeiety, and in 1835 took up the study of theology at BArmen, from which he grad-
vated in 1837. He was sent to America, though his first love was Africa. For sevs
months he was in New York, where he was ordained by the Mew York dHinlsteriuwm. In
1838 he became pastor of Zion Lutheran Church in Rochester, New York. With the sam
zeal as in his home land he preached publicly and spoke privately on the most imp-
ortant theme of all sges: Jesus Christ and Him Crueified,

Muehlbaeuser brought with him a custom unkown at that time in America, since
grown to immense proportions, Usually this custam is eredi ted to the Missouri
pastor Sehwshn of Cleveland. However, eleven years before Schwan thought of it,
Muehlhaeuser did it. I shall let the Rochesbter, New York, Journal of 1840, speak
of a Christmas Service: M"In front of the pulpit stood an evergreen treze ten to
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Muehlhaeussr p. |

twelve feet in neight, brilliantly illuminated, and adorned with a great variely of
toys, sweetmeats, etc,, suspended from the branches. A wreath across the house witl
three different colored lanterns suspanded from it, each bearing an appropriate
motto. Around the tree were seated litble children, perhaps LO in number, with the
pastor ¥r. Muehlhaeuser, in their midst. Their exercises consisted in prayer, sing
ing appropriate hymns, and a thorough catechisation of the children by Mr. Muehlhae
2or on the various points connected with the event commemorated. The house was
sxcessively crowded. The exercises were al3 conducted in the German language, exuce
a few explanatory remarks in English® (lUnquote).

Tn 1847 Muehlhazuser made a trip to Milwaukee as a colportour., His contacts
there brought him a call which he accented. He orzanized a congregabion, which was
called Trinity, but in the speech of the Milwaukeeans was known zs the "Mueghlhaeus-
erkirche”. The paople wars too poor ito contribute the necessary funds for building
=0 he decided tc collect for kis chvreh in the Fast. A church was bullt and dedica
od on May 13, 18L9.

Muehlhasuser came Lo Milwaukee as m missionary, freelancing, but in December
18,9 he together with Wrede and Weinman decided on closer organic union in a syofid,
which in May, 13%0, became a fact. He was elected the first president, an office
vhich ke held until 1860, when he was slected "Senior", an office created for him.

In 1855 a cholera epidemic raged in Milwaukee., Mushlbhasuser calmby wont about
his work of evanguliszing, but over and above that performed yeoman service for any
and all sick. During this time he became acguainted with Dr. Passavant. The good
Doctor saw great possibilities. He noted the gzal and fervor of Muehlhaeuser and
his influvence upon Milwankseans. Through the concerted efforts of these two men,
with Mushlhaeuser speaking for bhe project, the Passavant hospital was finally put
into oparation,

The ministry of Muehlhasuser wa2s unionistic. He did not want to bow whole-
heartedly ‘o the Confessions of the Lutheran Chureh, He wanted to keep as friends
his eastern colleaguecs and alsoc the Protestants in Milwaukeco, with whom he had been
sgsociating in 2 small measure, When Bading was sent to Calumetville, and was to b
sngtalled by Mueshlhasuser, he demanded to be held in his promise also th the Luther
an Confessions. DMuehlhaeuser at first refuscd. Bub after much discussion did so,
even preaching the ordination sermon on "The Importance of Confessions". It seems
as though Bading later definitely won him over to conservalism, at least kept him
in the right place. In that spirit Muehlhaeuser wonl to Gormany about 1852 to
gather studenbs and workers for American Latheran missions, succeeding in awakening
the spirit ir a few young men, who becajre future builders in the strong stand soon
to be taken by the young synod.

tuehlhacussr served his Milwaukee congregation, later called Grace Lutheran,
for 19 years. He died Scptembar 15, 1867. At the funeral service many Milwaukeean
wera reprusented. The officials of the eity, the police depariment, and many other
of high rank attended. Tt is said to have been the lorgest funercl procession held
in Milwauvkeo for many o year, Pastor Goldamer of Burlington was chosen to preatch
the funeral sermon. Beside the casket of Muehlhasuser was a casket containing the
tody of a little child of some member of the congregation, Therefore Goldamer
rreached on Matthew 18, ¥ Whosoever thorefore shall humble himself as this little
child, thc same is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven,' extolling the simple,
childiike faith of Muchliaeuser, Bading represcented the synod, and said of him, an
i quote: "By his death the synod loses its father, founder, and advocate; its devel
opcment was marked by his efforts, speeches, and struggles.” (Unquote)

Muehlhasuser was not a well educatad man, but he loved Jesus. Fame and glory
qeant nothing to him. If only he could in his simple was tell the old, old story,
was well salisfied. And to hear a sioner glorify Uod was his greatest satisfaction
Though he leaned hsavily to unionism, he did much under Ged's grace Lo lay the grov
work for owr beloved Wieconsin Synod, from which later on grew the strength of our

Among us Johannes Muehlhaecuser is known
as the firat president of the Wisconain Synod, a
man whose heart wag filied with e zeal for mis-
sions. To the poor of Milwaulkee, 125 years ago,
he was affectionately known as Papa Muehl-
haeuser, 2 man to whom they could turn for a
handout and for help in any heur of need.

Papa Muehlhreuser was filled with the Christ-
mas spirit 12 months of the year, He had taken
1o heart the grace of the Father in heaven whe so
loved sinful men that He gave His Sou from
heaven to redeemn them. If He so loved e,
Muehlhaeuser would have said, shall T not show
compassion to those who need bresd to eat and
clothes to cover their nakedners!

When Pastor Muehlhaeuser came to Milwau-
kee in 1848, he soon gathered a group of hearers
about him and in October of that year provision-
ally founded a congregation. In May, 1848, this
group reorganized as Grace Lutheran Church.
Past Juneau Avenue and North Rroadway. Then
on December 8, 1849, he met with Pastors Jokn
Weinmann and William Wrede to organize the
Wisconsin Synod at Grace Church Its const-
tuking convevtion was held at Salem Congreya-
tion in the Town of Granville, now Milwaukee,
Wigconsin, on Moy 28, 1860,

Papa Muchlhacuser was not a man of means.
Salapries for ministers back in 1848 and 1849
were even smaller propertionately than they are
today, Since her husband was always a cheerful
giver, Mrs, Muehfhseuser hed the same kind of
problemn Kathie Luther, the wife of the Reform-
er, had — to keep her husbund from giving away
everything. But Papa Mushlhaeuser knew of
ways around that He was not ashamed to “‘beg”
for the poor. Having heen a baker in his youth,
he knew the value of bread and, especially in
times of distress, made frequent trips to hotel
kitchens to pick up surplus Uread and other
leftover food for the poor. Cash was frequenlly
supplied by a hanker friend, not as & loan but as
a gift

It is at Christmastime that we Wisconsin Syn-
od Lutherans have reesan to recall our first Syn-
odical president with more than passing appre-
viation. He was the man whe infroduced the
Christinnas bren to the ehurches of Milwaukee as a
feature of the Christmas service. In fact, he is on
record s being the first one to do so in the Unit-
ed States, The Readers’ Digest researcher had
fuiled to do his homeweork fully when he, in an
article in the December, 1544, issue, credited the
Rev. Heinrich Schwan, ane of the fathers of the
Missouri Synod, with setting up the first Christ-
mas tree i1 church, Schwan set up his Christmas
tree in Zion Ev. Luthevan Church in Cleveland,
Chio, in 1851, but Papa Muehlhaeuser's church
tree gnos back to 1840

Belore Muehlhaeuser came to Milwaukee, he
had served a Lutheran congregation in Roches-
ter, New York, for a period of 10 years, It wag in
Rochester that he intreduced the Christmag tree
into the church service, Christmas trees had been
well known to Muchlhaeuser from his home in
Germany and his wandering a8 a missionary col-
portetr in Burope. But they had been decora-
{ians meant for the home, not for the rhurch
That was Papa Muehlhaeuser's innovalion, Let
the Rachester, New York, Journal of 1840 tell us
the story:

“In front of the pulpit stood an evergreen tree
ten to twelve feet in height, brilliantly illu-
minated and sdorned with a great variety of
toys, sweetmests, etc, suspended from the
branches. A wresth {siretched} acroas the house
with three different colored lenterns suspended
from it each bearing an appropriate motto.
Around the tree were seated little children, per-
haps 40 in number, with their pastor, Mr. Muehl-
haeuser, in their midst. Their exercise consisted
in prayer, singing appropriate hymns, and a
thorough eatechisation of the children by Mr.
Mueh!haeuser on the various points conhmected
with the event commemorated. The house
fehurch} was excessively crowded. The exercises
were all conducted in the German language, ex-
cept a few explanatory remarks in English”

That's the story of Papas Muehlhaeuser's
Christmas tree, the first one placed in a church
in the United States. From Rochester, Papn
Muehlhaeuser brought the custom to Milwaukee,
Fairly soon it spread mot only to Lutheran
churches, but to the churches of most other de-
noeminations,

When vou see Papz Muchlhasuser's tree in
your church this Christimas, let it remind you of
the love of the Father in heaven who pave His
Son to be the Light of the world so that you and
[ might celebrate Christmas eternaliy!
